Introduction  
 
The standard installation of your eCommerce has four templates installed; Original, E-
vector, Helius and Pixame. The original template is set as the default.

Template management screen 

 
 

 
Here you will see a list of the installed templates, the current template being labelled as ‘site 
default’. 
 
If you wish to change the template, click on the desired template. This will display a 
preview of the template in the right hand column and also enable the template to be edited. 
 
Click on the edit button to open the template editor – this will open in the right hand column 
as shown below:

To make this template the default, tick the ‘set as sites default’ check box and then scroll to 
the bottom of the page and click the save button. The site will now display the newly 
selected template. 
 
As you can see, there are various other parameters that can be adjusted for each template. If 
you wish you can experiment with these settings to alter the template layout. 
 
Also, on the template management screen you can toggle the left and right columns of the 
templates on and off by clicking on the ‘Y’ or ‘N’ under the ‘display columns’ heading. 
 
Below is a screen shot of the original template with both columns disabled.

Uploading your Logo 
 

As previously stated, the original template is the easiest to modify. This is partly due to the 
fact that the logo is a separate entity in this template. The others have the logo built into the 
graphics that make up the template. 
 
To change the logo for the original template, you must first upload an appropriate logo. The 
logo can be in any web-enabled format such as png, jpeg, gif or bmp. The logo can be any 
size you chose, it can even be a full width banner across the top of the page. 
 
Once your logo is ready, upload it to the following directories via ftp: 
 

httpdocs/images 
 

httpdocs/admin/images 
 
The images can be different, but they must have the same name – if they are different 
images it may be best to upload the different images with their original names and then 
rename them using the ftp client. 
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The file loaded into httpdocs/images will appear as the logo on the store. The file loaded to 
httpdocs/admin/images will be displayed on your invoices and packing slips. 
 
The two files are kept separate as you may wish them to be different, such as when using a 
banner for the main store logo or you may wish the store logo to be colour and the printed 
one on the packing slip and invoice to be black and white. 
 
Once the files have been uploaded, return to the store configuration page: 
 
 

Configuration > My store 
 

 
Enter the file name of the images into the ‘Store Logo’ field, there is only one field, hence 
the reason for having the same file name. 
 
If you are unsure of how to transfer files by ftp please see our tutorial on the subject. We 
also provide a brief introduction to graphics that may help you produce a logo for your store. 
 
If you wish to add your logo to one of the other templates, you will need to download the 
images for that particular template and then insert your logo into one of the existing images. 
 
The image files can be found in the following location: 
 

httpdocs/templates/template name/images 
 
Once you have modified the file, upload to the appropriate directory. We recommend that 
you keep a backup of the existing file, just in case the results don’t turn out as expected. 
 
Once you are happy with the store layout you can proceed to the next section and start to 
populate your site with products.
